Abraham Lincoln isn't just in your history book at school, his face will
be in the limelight again and on four shiny new pennies. All four new
pennies will come out during 2009. Each penny celebrates
President Lincoln at different times in his life. These start when he
was a kid in Kentucky and continue to his presidency in the White
House. The timing of the new pennies' is special because it also
celebrates the bicentennial of Abraham Lincoln's birth. He'd be
200 years old this year. It's also the 100th anniversary of the first
penny ever made - talk about history! You'll have to keep your eyes
open when you come to the credit union, or watch for the pennies when-
ever you receive change. A brand new Lincoln penny will come out every three months.  

Lincoln isn't the only president being honored with special coins. The presidential one dollar
coins started arriving in 2007 and they're on a roll throughout this year. The presidential one
dollar coins are being introduced in the order the presidents served in the White House. The
new coins honoring James Monroe, John Quincy Adams, Andrew Jackson, and Martin Van
Buren are already out.
